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Our respect for individuality is a two—edged sword. We want to be free and
independent, and a sense of being independent of others satisfies such our
desire. Yet we know there's ancther side to this. Something in each of us longs
for a sense of oneness. Consequently, individuality can turn into isolation; and

isolation into loneliness.
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Today, as you begin college, you may not realize how often you will be
represented by your writing. But you will be known, evaluated, admitted, awarded
Jobs, pramoted — achieve success or not — on the basis of how well you write.
Professors, registrars, deans, award and admissions committees, personnel
managers, and others ordinarily cannot take the time to became well acquainted

with you in person. You must make yourself known in writing. What you say is

you.
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There are other reasons for learning to write — less practical, perhaps, but
no less meaningful. Writing is ane of the best ways for you to discover who you
are and what you think. What, exactly, are your views on the appropriate
response to terrorism, on abortion, on compulsory drug tests, or the death
penalty? Committing yourself on paper about such subjects - even if you are
to be the only reader, as in a diary or journal — requires you to probe your
mind, reexamine your assumptions, reach into your subconscious to find ocut what
you really think and why. As you write out your thoughts, their appearance on
paper often stimulates cother ideas that have been vague in your mind. In this
process, you may very well change your opinions, and you may even decide
to take action on them. At the least, you will discover what you know, what you
think, what you believe, what you feel.
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Of course, you can discover much about yourself and your knowledge,
understanding, and values in talking about them. But speech is slippery, words
disappearing in air. Writing, because it stays right there on the page where
you put it, allows you to see your thoughts, grasp them, clarify them, and check
and recheck them, working out contradictions, adding qualifications, making
distinctions. Only writing enables you to discover yourself fully and
accurately. E. M. Forster the novelist, stated it well when he said, "How can
I know what T think till I see what I say?"
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You also learn better as a result of writing. Remember that high school
report you wrote about the Civil War or Hamlet or the possibility of life on
Mars? Whatever your subject was, you probably understand and remember that
subject much better today than any others you studied at the same time. Cne
reason for this is that, while writing, you were actively participating in the
learning process instead of passively reading about a subject or listening to
your teacher talk about it. Thus, writing is a learning tool, helping you to

understand and remember.

Still another reason for learning to write is that writing can be a pleasure
— a means of self — expression comparable to painting, sculpting, or
camposing music. As an effective vehicle for sounding off, writing may furnish
emotional relief or ego satisfaction. There is something fulfilling about
expressing your ideas and feelings on a subject. Writing may be compared to other
creative acts: cooking a meal, taking photographs, designing a house, making
pottery — all contain the signature of your personality. If the result is
something that will interest and appeal to others, so much the better.

New York is full of charm and scenic beauty, so visitors from around the world
come to enjoy its famous theaters, museums, countless ethnic restaurants, and
scenic wonders. Although New York seems like a paradise, it isn't, for the city
has several serious problems.

5 The first and most important problem is this city's inadequate public
transportation system. Thousands of residents rely on the city's buses and
streetcars to travel throughout this large city, but the transportation system's
daily schedules are totally unreliable. A bus or streetcar that should arrive
at 7:45 A.M. may not arrive until eight o'clock or even later. Sometimes three

10 buses or streetcars will arrive in bunches one after another. Moreover, it is
not unusual for a bus driver or a streetcar conductor to pass up groups of people
anxiously waiting in the snow in freezing weather because he is behind schedule
and he wants to make up for lost time. Unfortunately, passengers become unhappy
victims of the waiting game. For instance, once I waited so long in below zero

15 weather that I caught a bad cold. Then on the day of my economics exam, the
streetcar was thirty minutes late. In order to get to our destination on time,
we must allow for waiting time at the bus and streetcar stops.

The second serious problem is the extremely crowded condition of the city
streets. There are simply too many cars everywhere. Besides the heavy traffic

20 caused by city residents, many commuters drive on the freeways and bridges leading
into the city from the suburbs. This added traffic causes even greater traffic
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Jjams. To clear up the crowded streets, city officials want city residents to leave
their cars at home and use public transportation. They have pleaded with
out-of—towners to use the transit systems coming into this huge metropolis.

25 However, their requests have been ignored because residents know that the city's
public transportation is poor. Moreover, suburbanites like the convenience of
driving, which gives them the freedom to come and go as they please.

The final problem is the lack of reasonable housing in New York. This is a
fascinating city that offers an exciting lifestyle for young, ambitious business

30 and professional people. Also, immigrants are attracted to this city because it
offers many unskilled job opportunities. All of these would-be residents need
affordable rentals like apartments, flats, and single-family houses. But,
unfortunately, because there is a tremendous shortage of rental units, rents soar,
and so people leave the city. For example, Kathleen and Suzy's rent for a

35 two—bedroom flat was recently rising from $750.00 to $1,000.00 per month, so Suzy
moved to Winston, where she teaches. Kathleen has been looking for a studio
apartment, and, so far, she has found that rents range from $550.00 to $750.00
per month, depending on the location.

In conclusion, New York must improve its public transit system, clear up the
40 massive traffic jams caused by slow-moving traffic in the downtown areas, and
keep rentals down to affordable levels. In other words, New York must improve
its image, or it will soon become just another ordinary city due to the lack of
administrative responsibility to solve these unfortunate problems.

Many people are worried about what television has done to the generation
of children who have grown up watching it.

For cne thing, recent studies tend to show that TV causes us to lose creative
imagination. Some teachers feel that television has taken away the child's
ability to form mental pictures in his own mind, resulting in children who cannot
understand a simple story without visual illustrations.

Secondly, too much TV too early tends to cause children to withdraw from
real-life experiences. Thus, they grow up to be passive spectators who can
respond to action, but not initiate it.

The third area for cancern is the serious complaint frequently made by
elementary school teachers that children exhibit a low tolerance for the
frustrations of learning. Because they have been conditicned to see all problems
resolved in 30 or 60 minutes on TV, they are quickly discouraged by any activity
that promises less than instant gratification.

Thinking depends upon knowledge. It is true that the person who has much
knowledge is not necessarily a good thinker. But it is also true that the person
who is developing good techniques for thinking will do a better job with much
knowledge than he would with little. What is more,improving your knowledge of'ten
tempts you to do more thinking by rousing your curicsity and by making you more
aware of the areas where thought is necessary.

Cre of the best examples of the importance of knowledge to good thinking is found
in the area of vocaticnal choice. Many high school students think with great care
about what vocation they wish to follow. But however good their technique of
thinking, they may come to conclusions that are not good for them, because they
don't have realistic knowledge about their own potentialities or they don't know
about the many kinds of work available or even encugh about the kind of work they
think they want to do.

Consequently,read dependable material as widely as you can, and have as much varied
and wholesome experience as you can.

Fating chocolate is often associated with negative health implications

such as acne, weight gain or tooth decay. Recent investigations, however,
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have proven that these myths are greatly overstated, and that in fact
chocolate is rather good for ane's health.

First, according to two studies (one done by the Pennsylvania School of
Medicine and the other by the U. S. Naval Academy) , chocolate has no
connection to acne. Other experts say that acne is not directly linked to
diet.

Second, chocolate is not the cause of cavities or tooth decay. On the
contrary, cococa butter, which is an ingredient in chocolate, is actually
good for the teeth because it coats them and prevents plaque from
forming.

Last, of course, an overload of chocolate might cause weight gain, but so
would any other food with a certain amount of sugar in it. Therefore,
one cannot simply connect chocolate with weight gain.

Investigations by experts have helped us understand more about how the
consumption of cococa and chocolate affects our health.

One of the most striking findings was that cacao polyphenol, which is
found in chocolate, can protect against cancer and other serious diseases. It
also promotes resistance to stress and allergies such as hay fever. A survey
done by Japan Food Research Laboratories showed that chocolate contains
more polyphenols than either green tea or red wine.

An experiment done on rats by Professor Hiroshi Takeda of Tokyo
Medical College showed that cacao polyphenols may act on humans to
prevent stress or promote recovery from stress. In the experiment, rats
were placed in a stressful environment and then fed with food including
polyphenol. First, healthy rats were divided into two groups ; one group
was raised using food with polyphenol and the other without polyphenol.
After that, they were all shut in an environment in which none of them
could move freely. Results showed that rats that were given polyphenol
were less affected by the stress than those that weren't given polyphenol.

Further study indicated that when cacao polyphenol was given several

times to rats that were under continuous stress, they were better able

to recover from the stress.

In still other studies, the distinct aroma of chocolate has been shown to
have a beneficial effect on the brain, resulting in the appearance of alpha
waves, which appear when the brain is relaxed.

One positive effect of chocolate undoubtedly lies in the sugar content,
which is said to sharpen concentration. Glucose, a type of sugar, is the main
source of energy for the brain. According to one study, a car-driving
simulation to test the effect of glucose showed it improved the
concentration levels of the drivers. A liquid including sugar was given to
one group and ane without sugar to another group. After pecple drank the
liquid, they were made to drive. No difference was observed when they
drove in low gear, but there was a distinct difference when driving in high
gear. The group that drank the sugary liquid were better drivers.

Consequently, cne of the researchers suggests that you should have
chocolate as a regular part of your diet, taking into account the total calories
consumed during the day.

symptoms, not causes, I suggest that the only longstanding solution to this
problem lies, not in food aid, ( 9 ) in revising Africa's farming
practices.

If you're hoping to lose weight, it's okay to think about eating your favorite
candy bar. In fact, go ahead and imagine devouring every last bite of your candy.
A new study by researchers at Carnegie Mellon University (CMU) shows that when you
imagine eating a certain food, it reduces your actual consumption of that food. This
landmark discovery changes the popular assumption that thinking about something
desirable increases desire for it and its consumption.

The CMU research team tested the effects of repeatedly imagining the consumption
of a food on its actual consumption. They found that simply imagining the consumption
of a food decreases one's appetite for it.

"These findings suggest that trying to control one's thoughts of desired foods
in arder to lessen desire for those foods is a fundamentally mistaken strategy," said
Carey Morewedge, an assistant professor and lead author of this study. "Our studies
found that instead, people who repeatedly imagined the consumption of a small piece
of food such as an MM (a small piece of chocolate candy) or cube of cheese -
subsequently consumed less of that food than did people who performed a different
but similarly engaging task. We think these findings will help develop future
methods to reduce desire for things such as unhealthy food, drugs and cigarettes,
and hope they will help us learn how to help people make healthier food choices."

For the study, the research team ran a series of experiments that tested whether
mentally stimulating the consumption of a food reduces its subsequent actual
consumption. In the first experiment, participants imagined performing 33
repetitive actions, one at a time. A control group imagined inserting 33 coins into
a laundry machine. Another group imagined inserting 30 coins into a laundry machine
and then imagined eating 3 MdMs, while a third group imagined inserting 3 coins into
a laundry machine and then imagined eating 30 MMs. Next, all participants ate freely
from a bowl filled with MMs. Participants who imagined eating 30 MMs actually ate
significantly fewer MMs than did participants in the cother two groups.

To ensure that the results were due to imagined consumption of MMs rather than
the control task, the next experiment adjusted the experience imagined (inserting
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coins or eating MdMs) and the number of times it was imagined. Again, the
participants who imagined eating 30 MdMs subsequently consumed fewer M&Ms than did
the participants in the other groups.

The experiments showed that the reduction in actual consumption following
imagined consumption was due to habituation — a gradual reduction in motivation to
eat more of a food. Specifically, the experiments demonstrated that only imagining
the consumption of the food reduced actual consumption of the food. Merely thinking
about the food repeatedly or imagining the consumption of a different food did not
significantly influence the actual consumption of the food that participants were
given.

"Habituation is one of the fundamental processes that determine how much of a food
or a product we consume, when to stop consuming it, and when to switch to consuming
ancther food or product," the researcher said. "Cur findings show that habituation
is not only governed by the sensory inputs of sight, smell, sound and touch, but also
by how the consumption experience is mentally represented. To some extent, merely
imagining an experience is a substitute for actual experience. The difference
between imagining and experiencing may be smaller than previously assumed."

It has long been believed that long-distance walking played an important role in
the evolution of mankind. Many of the features that distinguish the various species
of Homo are useful for walking:long legs, narrower waists, shorter toes. Now Dennis
M. Bramble, a biologist at the University of Utah, and Daniel E. Iieberman, an
anthropologist at Harvard University, claim that running also played an important
role in shaping our species.

(1)If you have ever chased a cat that is trying to avoid a bath, you have every

right to conclude that, for our size, we humans are pretty poor rumers. Chasing a

cat, however, is sprinting. (2)Where we excel is endurance running. Moreover, we

run long distances at fast speeds: many joggers do a mile in seven and a half minutes,
and top male marathon runners can string five-minute miles together for more than
two hours. A jogger could keep up with the trotting speed of a thousand-pound horse.
Good endurance runners are rare among animals. Although humans share the ability with
some other groups, such as wolves and dogs, hyenas, and horses, we alone among
primates can run long distances [ A ].

What evidence can support the idea that endurance running by itself gave early
humans an evolutionary advantage? Many traits, after all, are useful for walking [
B ] running, such as long legs and the long stride they enable. Running and walking,
however, are mechanically different. A walking person is aided by gravity, with his
hip swinging over the planted foot. In contrast, a runmner bounces along, aided by
tendons and ligaments that act as springs, which (3)alternately store and release
energy.

(4)Differences in the bodies of humans and chimpanzees highlight the human
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adaptations for long—distance running. There are fewer muscle connections between
the head and the shoulders in the human than in the chimpanzee. The weaker connection
enables the head to move independently of the shoulder, which rotates while running.
Both the Achilles tendon of the heel and the tendon of the arch of the foot are much
smaller in chimpanzees than they are in humans; in a running person they act like
springs, absorbing and releasing energy.

Bramble and Lieberman's wide-ranging analysis makes important corrections to the
scientific picture of early humans. Our ancestors may have ranged across large
distances in the heat of the African savanna in relatively short spurts of
long—distance running, [ C ] by walking. They [ D ] dead animals before other
scavengers did, or perhaps they were adapted to running down prey before spear

throwers or bows were invented. (5)0ur current appetite for jogging is made possible

America's advantage in higher education has been increasing and will not be
challenged by other nations for many decades. It is possible that U.S. universities
could decay, but if that happens it is likely to be a slow process and will not, at
least for a long time, endanger the U.S. claim to primacy in higher education.
Foreign competitors are slowed by the fact that a great university takes decades to
be established. To do so requires not only money but also institutional arrangements
to attract good students and teachers and dismiss bad ones, management structures
to run the university efficiently, effective funding mechanisms, and a host of
policies and procedures to ensure excellence. Even in a society as fast-moving as
America's, rankings move slowly. Some schools have improved and others have declined,
but, of the top ten universities in America, most were already praominent fifty years
ago and all are at least one century old.

Japan and Europe could challenge the United States' dominance in higher education.
They have the money, cultural resources, and the educated population that are
required for such an effort. They already have some excellent universities. To
successfully challenge American leadership, however, they would need to carry out
dramatic reforms that would be opposed by many groups with special interests,
including powerful education ministries, academic administrators, unions
representing faculties and staff, and students and their parents. To reenergize their
university systems, these countries would need to set up new institutions free from
the rules and regulations of the current system. In any case, success is unlikely
to be rapid in this field.

The U.S. lead in higher education should therefore continue well into the
twenty—first century. The dramatic reversal in the balance of university and research
power between the United States and Europe in the twentieth century had several
causes. First, the U.S. population and GDP grew at a much higher rate than Europe's.
The United States could consequently devote ever—greater resources to education
compared with other nations. Second, wars and dictatorships greatly weakened the
German cultural sphere. Third, the United States benefited from the enormous

investment of the federal government in university education for defense-related
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research during World War Il and the Cold War and from the GIL Bill, which gave
millions of Americans the opportunity to attend college. Fourth, the United States
developed institutions that are more effective in managing universities and
encouraging excellence. Fifth, the openness of the United States to the outside world
and the dominant position of the English language have given American education a
glabal reach unmatched anywhere else. Sixth, American universities benefit, in many
ways, as a result of being considered number one. For example, the more that U.S.
universities dominate academia, the more costly it becomes not to be familiar with
research carried out in the United States; and thus more overseas students and
scholars seek to come to America for study. This, in turn, further enhances the U.S.

position as the center of academic work in the world.
